STAIN TREATMENT

BEFORE FIRST USE

1 Paint mark removal

On recent water-based paint marks, clean the stain with alkaline detergent.

Use the solvent for the paint if known. If the solvent is not known, start with

If the stain proves hard to remove, do not persist. Wipe the floor thoroughly after

applying the solvent.

- Fresh acrylic adhesive marks (< 1 month]: apply a solution containing water
with added stripper, leave to act and clean using mechanical means.

- Dried acrylic adhesive marks (> 1 month): use Essence C or White Spirit
Wipe the floor thoroughly after applying the solvent.

- Solvent adhesive marks: use strong solvents but do not persist if the adhesive marks are difficult to remove
(solvent-resistant cross-linked adhesives).

AFTER FIRST USE

I Rubber marks - Shoe marks

Use a rubber mark detergent.
Apply the detergent and leave to act for 5 minutes.
Rub.

3 Handball player resin

Use a specific detergent for resin marks.
Apply the detergent and leave to act for 5 to 10 minutes (cf table p7).
Rub and rinse with plenty of water.

I Heavy grease (tar) - paint - hair dye - fat from food - ballpoint pen - felt tip pen

Apply a solvent such as Essence C, White Spirit.
Rub with undiluted products and rinse with plenty of water.

H Ink - permanganate - food stains (vinegar - tomato - mustard - blood)

Apply a mixture of dilute bleach solution + hydrogen peroxide 30 volumes + a few drops of ammonia or spirit vinegar to
the stain.
Leave to act without rubbing and rinse with plenty of water.

3 Rust

Apply a rust remover or oxalic acid {use with caution as this is a toxic substance).
Rinse with plenty of water.
